
For Sale wholly original style restored farmhouse from 1798 very complete 

with 2500 meters (rock) garden  
 

The village Kal, is located in the area called Podzvinsko (under Mount Zvivina) to the edge of the Krokonose (Giant 

Mountains) and the Cesky raj (Czech paradise) and its quiet area with lots of natural beauty. Kal has a population of 

53. The village belonged to the municipality of Pecka. The nearest town with a good number of shops is Nova Paka a 

distance of 15 kms. The red arrow indicates Kal. 

 
The lot is 4000 square meters with a built up 

part of 600 square meters. 

The front overlooking the village square 

runs from the house about 80 meters down 

to the front gate.  

From the house you have nice overview to 

part of the village. There is a courtyard be-

tween the house, the car barn  

(stodola) and the workshop ( dilna).  

The parcel is approximately 38 meters wide 

and 110 meters long. In front of the lot is a 

wall with a gate built in the same style as 

the house. 

The farm was established in 1789 with a stone living quarters and an attached wooden stall. In 1853 the wooden 

stall was demolished and replaced in natural stone. The walls are 1 metre thick with double window frames all in 

original style, with small poured glass windows. The building is 30 metres long including the stall and 10 metres 



wide. The building is positioned on a south facing slope with the front facing south. The front façade has been re-

stored to its original condition. All gutters and downpipes are replaced in copper.  

From the village square you have 

access to the grounds through the 

front gate . The wall has replaced an 

old ruin which was demolished and 

the stone windowsills have been re 

used in the wall with niches that are 

painted with floral motifs. Latches 

and hinges of the port are made by a 

blacksmith artist to match the style of 

the wall. Also the sides of the wall are 

finished with copper. The motifs in 

the wall are the same as on the front 

of the house. 

 

 

 

 The large barn (8 meter by 

21 metres) was completely 

demolished and returned to 

its original state in the tradi-

tional Czech building style us-

ing solid wood beams. The 

roof has been cladded with 

new tiles in the traditional 

style. Lightning protection 

has been added.  

The materials used for this 

are a mix of new and re-

stored materials. The gutters 

and downpipes are also 

made from copper. The barn 

is used as a garage, storage 

of garden tools and machinery. 

The workshop (13 metres by 6 metres) is in the same style 
as the big barn also demolished and rebuilt to its original 
condition. It consists of two parts, one is half open and the 
summer is delightful to sit in the shade, the other half is a 
workshop completely isolated by an 8cm rock wool, a 12 kilo 
cal stove provides sufficient heat in the winter. A set of tools 
and work benches 
 makes the whole workshop complete. The roof also has 

been recladded with new tiles in the same style as the barn. 

Additionally this building also has been installed with copper 

gutters and downpipes. A wall of natural stone between the 

barn and the workshop completes the courtyard. 



 

 

The driveway to the parking lot and the entrance to the 

garage runs along behind the barn.  . The house you 

see in the photo behind the barn is our back neighbour. 
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There is a pond 

of 25 metres 

long and 4 me-

ters wide with a 

stream running 

from the source 

pond 30 meters 

away. An arched 

bridge crosses the 

main pond There is 

a pathway from the front gate 

through the garden to the house. 

There are 3 light poles along the 

path operated by a day/night 

switch. There is a well with a pagoda cover that can be dismantled in the winter.   

There is a second well just outside the front gate complete with decorative hand pump Both wells are equipped with 

an electric pump to water the garden and top up the pond. 

Both wells are over 100 years old and 9 to 6 metres deep lined with natural 

stone. 

In the garden there are 38 traditional stone drinking troughs, they are used 

as containers for planting of small rock plants.  

The house is connected to a septic tank with compartments of 2 m3   . The waste water passes 

through here. The storm water has a separate discharge with the over-

flow into the pond.

All lighting in the garden can be switched manually or automatic. 

 From the demolished inn a cellar has been preserved and a rock garden has been created above it. There are a total 

of 8 rock gardens in the grounds.  

There are over 800 different plant species in the garden of which the majority having different varieties. All plants 

are on a database and are labelled with plant names.  

 



  

The garden is adorned with many antique garden implements such as; ploughs, hay carts, wagon wheels etc. 

The garden has many night lights operated by movement detectors or can be switched manually. There are 8 general 

power outlets installed in the garden.  

 

Around the whole property is a fence made from con-

crete pillars and wood slats to keep out dogs, chickens 

etc.  Along the outside of the fence has been planted

The barn (stodola) is 8 metres by 21 metres long. It has an open and a closed sections.
